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In the Name of Jesus

Service Notes

“The day of the Lord comes as a thief in the night” (I Thessalonians 5:1–11). Thus are we advised of the approach of the Lord’s judgment, and are we exhorted to godly preparation. Though all in the Church appear to be readied for His appearance, only some are wise, for they have put on the breastplate of faith and love and acquired that supply of oil (Matthew 25:1-13). Those lives testify that they are new creatures in Christ, anticipating the new heavens and the new earth created by the Lord for the joy of His people (Isaiah 65:17–25).

Green, the color of growth, is the color for the Sundays after Holy Trinity.

20No more shall there be in it an infant who lives but a few days, or an old man who does not fill out his days, for the young man shall die a hundred years old, and the sinner a hundred years old shall be accursed.

Gospel, Matthew 25:1-13


This parable concerning our preparedness means: In the hour of the Bridegroom’s coming it will be clear who is prepared and who is not. Right through the midst of this group runs the sharp line of separation–so it will be in the visible church. Therefore we ought to live toward “that day and hour” which are unknown to us. Only he who prepares himself daily with watching and prayer will enter with the heavenly Bridegroom into the wedding feast above.

[Our Lord said] 1“Then the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and went to meet the bridegroom. 2Five of them were foolish, and five were wise. 3For when the foolish took their lamps, they took no oil with them, 4but the wise took flasks of oil with their lamps.

5As the bridegroom was delayed, they all became drowsy and slept. 6But at midnight there was a cry, ‘Here is the bridegroom! Come out to meet him.’ 7Then all those virgins rose and trimmed their lamps.

8And the foolish said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.’

9But the wise answered, saying, ‘Since there will not be enough for us and for you, go rather to the dealers and buy for yourselves.’

10And while they were going to buy, the bridegroom came, and those who were ready went in with him to the marriage feast, and the door was shut.

11Afterward the other virgins came also, saying, ‘Lord, lord, open to us.’

12But he answered, ‘Truly, I say to you, I do not know you.’

13Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour.”

The place to which our offerings are brought is a visible expression that everything belongs to God our Father. Missions

Continued from last week. Good news from David and Joyce Erber in Nigeria. "The second course was Spiritual Leadership Formation. This course focused on the formation of our MACO students as spiritual/outreach leaders and equipping them for the task of developing others for leadership. The course was taught by Rev. Dr. Paul Mueller, LCMS regional director for Africa. My role was to work with our MACO students in their nine-month practicum course. Several students are starting congregations in new communities. One of these new congregations had their first formal worship service on Sept. 28. A couple of the students are starting 'outreach stations' in the communities surrounding their congregation. One MACO student started seven outreach centers. He indicates that there are 10 to 12 people in each center who are daily hearing God's Word and who had not been connected to the church before. Another student has started nine outreach centers. His district chairman reports that this pastor is like a new man because of his MACO studies. 'He thinks and speaks and acts differently.' This district chairman also expressed his opinion that all Nigerian pastors, beginning with our district superintendent, should have the opportunity to be MACO students! People are hearing the Good News and are coming to faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. Our MACO program in Nigeria presently has 15 men involved in hands-on evangelism like those mentioned here.
