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We Beseech Thee, Hear Us!

In the Lord’s Name we greet you, praying that the Holy Spirit would bless your hearing of God’s Word with a lively trust in Him who died and rose for you, Jesus Christ our Lord.

· See front inside cover of LSB for prayers before and after the service, and before and after receiving the Sacrament.

· For self-examination before the service, consider the Christian Questions, pages 329, 330 in LSB.

· Prepare for the Liturgy by marking the pages and the hymns, reviewing the order of Service, and praying the Collect for the Day.

Service Notes

Moses’ ministry foreshadowed the ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ, the Intercessor for all mankind before the throne of heaven; He was lifted up for us on the cross that we might be saved and restored to fellowship with the Father (Numbers 21:4–9). Therefore He assures us that ”whatever you ask the Father in My name He will give you” (John 16:23–33). To pray in Jesus’ name is to pray as one baptized; because in Holy Baptism He put His name upon you, claiming you as His own, making you sons of God in Him with access to the Father. To pray in Jesus’ name is to pray with faith in Him as the one Mediator between God and men, who gave Himself a ransom for all (I Timothy 2:1–6). 
White, depicting the glory and purity of the risen Lord Jesus, is the color of the Easter Season.

Language of the Faith

The Twelve refers to the original number of apostles who were chosen by Jesus to be eyewitnesses of His death and resurrection. This title for the apostles corresponds to the number of the tribes of Israel.

Epistle, I Timothy 2:1-6


Even as Jesus offered Himself as the one Mediator between God and man, we who are baptized into Christ, pray for all of mankind, chiefly that all would confess Jesus is Lord.

1First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made for all people, 2for kings and all who are in high positions, that we may lead a peaceful and quiet life, godly and dignified in every way. 3This is good, and it is pleasing in the sight of God our Savior, 4who desires all people to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 5For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6who gave Himself as a ransom for all, which is the testimony given at the proper time.

Alleluia & Verse, John 16
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Our Lord Jesus reminds us of His heavenly origin, sent by the Father, and His heavenly destination, to return to the Father as Victor over death.

Christ, who has redeemed us with His blood, is risen and has appeared unto us. Alleluia. I came from the Father and have come into the world, And now I am leaving the world and going to the Father.

Gospel, John 16:23-33


Christ assures us that our prayers in His Name will be heard; He also foretells the joy of His disciples in His Ascension.

[Jesus said:] 23”In that day you will ask nothing of Me. Truly, truly, I say to you, whatever you ask of the Father in My name, He will give it to you. 24Until now you have asked nothing in My name. Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full. 25I have said these things to you in figures of speech. The hour is coming when I will no longer speak to you in figures of speech but will tell you plainly about the Father. 26In that day you will ask in My name, and I do not say to you that I will ask the Father on your behalf; 27for the Father Himself loves you, because you have loved Me and have believed that I came from God. 28I came from the Father and have come into the world, and now I am leaving the world and going to the Father.”

29His disciples said, “Ah, now You are speaking plainly and not using figurative speech! 30 Now we know that You know all things and do not need anyone to question You; this is why we believe that You came from God.”

31Jesus answered them, "Do you now believe? 32Behold, the hour is coming, indeed it has come, when you will be scattered, each to his own home, and will leave me alone. Yet I am not alone, for the Father is with me. 33I have said these things to you, that in me you may have peace. In the world you will have tribulation. But take heart; I have overcome the world."

God’s Stewards. What are the gifts of grace that are given to assist with the stewardship of the Gospel? There is no uniform catalog in the New Testament; however, each is an expression of service – for if Christ is Lord, then the Christian is servant. And thus Christians serve each other with the gifts that have been received (1 Peter 4:10); the gifts are given so that they may be used (1 Corinthians 12:7); they do not exist for the sole purpose of giving some the pre-eminent place; they exist for the good of all in the Body of Christ. When the gifts are employed in humble service for the good of the whole, then a sound of individuality has been recognized, contributing to real stewardship.

Missions. Trinity is linked to Kenya, where Claude and Rhoda Houge serve. They write, "In March, we visited a new area (for us) where the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Kenya wants to concentrate on helping the church grow. It was Kitui, southwest of Nairobi, about four-and-a-half hours away. We especially wanted to explore a place where a group can help the church with evangelism. The reception we received was warm and hospitable. As the pastor, evangelists, and church leaders shared their outreach plan and the challenges in the area, we were given sodas and a full meal. This area has been affected by drought, and the people are very poor, so we were touched by their generosity. That trip was followed by a visit to western Kenya. We spent a fruitful day working with Pastor Titus, the Mission Training Center coordinator for Kenya. The MTC program has been reorganized, making some changes in locations and curriculum, and we're excited about a fresh start with this program. We also heard some great stories about how men being trained at MTCs are planting new churches throughout Kenya. Praise God! Two other pastors from the area joined us later, and we drove five hours on dirt roads to visit three new churches. These churches have roofs because of the chapel roof project for Kenya. While all of these little buildings may look pretty much the same in photos, each one has a different story. Although the roads were bumpy, we gained so much from our afternoon with these pastors, hearing about their ministry and how the Lord is working in people's lives. It makes every bump worth it!"
