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Behold, the King Comes

Let the people offer prayer upon entering their pews, kneeling or bowing down.

In the Lord’s Name we greet you, praying that the Holy Spirit would bless your hearing of God’s Word with a lively trust in Him who died and rose for you, Jesus Christ our Lord.

Use the time prior to the service for silent preparation for worship.

· See front inside cover of LSB for prayers before and after the service, and before and after receiving the Sacrament.

· Prepare for the Liturgy by marking the pages and the hymns, reviewing the order of Service, and praying the Collect for the Day.

Service Notes

Advent. Today we enter a new holy year of grace. Advent is a season of hope; as waiting people we express in the propers our longing for God’s promised salvation. The season also has a penitential aspect, for the Church prepares for her Lord’s coming. To signify this, the Gloria in Excelsis is omitted and no flowers adorn the altar.

First Sunday of Advent. The new church year begins by focusing on the humble coming of our Lord. “Behold, your King is coming to you, lowly, and sitting on a donkey.” Even as He was born in a lowly manger, so Jesus rides into Jerusalem on a beast of burden. For He bears the sin of the world. He is the Son of David riding to His enthronement on the cross, where He shows Himself to be “The Lord, our Righteousness” (I Kings 1:32-40). Our Lord still comes in great humility to deliver His righteousness to us in the Word and Sacraments. Before receiving Christ’s body and blood, we also sing, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest!” (Matthew 21:1–9) And as we receive the Sacrament, we set our hearts on His return in glory, for “Our salvation is nearer now than when we first believed” (Romans 13:11–14).

Blue. This color for the Advent Season symbolizes the Church’s anticipation and hope.

Language of the Faith

The Second Coming is that time when Christ will appear again before all people to judge the living and the dead, to put death and all His enemies under His feet (in complete subjection to His authority as Lord), to take to Himself His Bride, the Church, and to hand over the Kingdom to God the Father.

Stir up your power, O Lord, and come, that by Your protection we may be rescued from the threatening perils of our sins and saved by Your mighty deliverance; for You now live and reign with the Father and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

Old Testament Reading, 1 Kings 1:32-40

The LORD fulfills His promise to David by placing his son upon the throne, all which foreshadows great David’s greater


descendant, Jesus, who comes to reign forever.

32King David said, “Call to me Zadok the priest, Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada.” So they came before the king. 33And the king said to them, “Take with you the servants of your LORD and have Solomon my son ride on my own mule, and bring him down to Gihon. 34And let Zadok the priest and Nathan the prophet there anoint him king over Israel. Then blow the trumpet and say, ‘Long live King Solomon!’ 35You shall then come up after him, and he shall come and sit on my throne, for he shall be king in my place. And I have appointed him to be ruler over Israel and over Judah.”

36And Benaiah the son of Jehoiada answered the king, “Amen! May the LORD, the God of my LORD the king, say so. 37As the LORD has been with my LORD the king, even so may he be with Solomon, and make his throne greater than the throne of my LORD King David.”

38So Zadok the priest, Nathan the prophet, and Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and the Cherethites and the Pelethites went down and had Solomon ride on King David’s mule and brought him to Gihon. 39There Zadok the priest took the horn of oil from the tent and anointed Solomon. Then they blew the trumpet, and all the people said, “Long live King Solomon!”

40 And all the people went up after him, playing on pipes, and rejoicing with great joy, so that the earth was split by their noise.

The Gospel proclaims to the waiting Church that the events of Palm Sunday were a fulfillment of the hope and expectation stirred up and kept alive by ancient prophets. So the Cross of Christ, which is the center of our redemption, is set before us at the very beginning of the new Church Year.

1Now when they drew near to Jerusalem and came to Bethphage, to the Mount of Olives, then Jesus sent two disciples, 2saying to them, “Go into the village in front of you, and immediately you will find a donkey tied, and a colt with her. Untie them and bring them to Me. 3If anyone says anything to you, you shall say, ‘The Lord needs them,’ and he will send them at once.”

4This took place to fulfill what was spoken by the prophet, saying, 5”Say to the daughter of Zion, ‘Behold, your king is coming to you, humble, and mounted on a donkey, and on a colt, the foal of a beast of burden.’“

6The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them. 7They brought the donkey and the colt and put on them their cloaks, and He sat on them. 8Most of the crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 9And the crowds that went before Him and that followed Him were shouting, “Hosanna to the Son of David! Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest!”

The Old Testament laws that proclaimed that all the first-born and all first-fruits were holy to the Lord also taught the proper relationship to property. The intention was to remind Israel that everything belongs to the Lord; the first-born brought into the presence of God served to proclaim that all the rest belonged to God. To clarify this further, the entire nation of Israel was called “My first-born” (Exodus 4:22). The choice of one people was possible because all others are His also. And through His chosen people today, the Church, God still desires to proclaim this truth—He desires that all in Christ would belong to Him and enjoy fellowship with Him.

Missions

Trinity is linked to Thailand, where long-term missionary Sarah Longmire serves. “I participated in a Thai youth gathering of sorts-‘Joy in Christ Camp.’ Another long-term missionary, Betsy, and I went with our team members, plus some others from our church, to a camp outside of Bangkok and took about 30 kids with us! We had an opportunity to enjoy the company of children who had once been students at the BangNa Concordia Daycare Center, which is the place where I will be working after language school. These children come from the slums of that area and we are trying to maintain connections with them and their families. A Thai coworker, La, organized an outreach camp for urban kids-we took them into the country! It was a most wonderful experience. Singing, praying, playing, learning, speaking, listening, laughing, and smiling with these children was such a blessing. They come from Buddhist families and many had their Buddhist amulet necklaces on, but they were singing about Jesus' love. They were being shown God's love through the care of our team and through each teachers with whom they came. It was truly a great outreach and learning opportunity. God allowed me to make friends with children with whom I could barely speak.”
