Service Notes

The Propers for All Saints’ Day (November 1) remind us that the holiness of a saint (those declared forgiven by grace through faith in Christ) is a gift from God. This holiness has been bestowed by Baptism when our Lord set His name on us, separating us from the world and making us a kingdom of priests and a royal nation, a people belonging to God. As His holy priests we declare the glory of His salvation now in our lives (reflecting the beatitudes) and then in eternal life, forever praising the Lord with all creation.

White, the color for All Saints’ Day, symbolizes the holiness and purity of Christ, in whom each believer has life.

Language of the Faith

The one holy Christian Church is the assembly of all believers among whom the Gospel is preached and the holy sacraments are administered according to the Gospel.

God’s Stewards

The shadow of the Fall does not lie within things, but within man, who has the freedom to use them by ruling over them. The broken relationship with God, which has also seduced man into a false independence from his neighbor and ensnared him in personal selfishness, has also distorted his relationship to things. Instead of ruling over them and instead of using the blessings of creation for doing good, unbelieving man worships them and believes that he can derive courage and confidence from them (Ecclesiastes 5:9; Isaiah 44:14ff).

As an integral part of that development, one of the founding missionaries mentored Rev. Enoch Glaybo from Liberia to serve as the director of the CCTS. As a result, the harvest of souls continues in West Africa under national leadership, in fellowship with LCMS World Mission. Praise the Lord!"
