Service Notes

After speaking with God on Mount Sinai, the face of the servant Moses shone with God’s glory (Exodus 34:29–35). On this Mount, the Son Jesus was wholly transfigured, for Jesus is the Light of Light (Matthew 17:1–9). By this epiphany, our Lord confirmed the prophetic word (2 Peter 1:16–21), revealing that He alone reveals the glory of God’s covenant and fulfills God’s promises. He has wonderfully foreshowed our adoption, for we, baptized into Christ, are given a glimpse of the glory that we will share with Him in the resurrection on the Last Day.
White, denoting glory and purity, is the color for the Transfiguration of Our Lord.

Language of the Faith

Peter is always named first in the list of the Twelve disciples. He is noted for his confession of Jesus (Matthew 16), his denial of Jesus (Matthew 26), his sermon on Pentecost (Acts 2), his vision of the unclean animals concerning the Gospel preached to the Gentiles (Acts 10), and the authorship of two letters that bear his name.

Old Testament Reading, Exodus 34:29-35


The glory of God surrounded the giving of the law and was reflected in the face of Moses.

29When Moses came down from Mount Sinai, with the two tablets of the testimony in his hand as he came down from the mountain, Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone because he had been talking with God. 30And when Aaron and all the people of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near him. 31But Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the leaders of the congregation returned to him, and Moses talked with them. 32And afterward all the people of Israel came near, and he gave them in commandment all that the LORD had spoken with him in Mount Sinai. 32And when Moses had finished speaking with them, he put a veil on his face; 34but whenever Moses went in before the LORD to speak with Him, he took the veil off, until he came out; and when he came out, and told the people of Israel what the was commanded, 35the people of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’ face shone; and Moses would put the veil upon his face again, until he went in to speak with Him.

You are the most handsome of the sons of men; grace is poured upon Your lips. The Lord says to my Lord, “Sit at My right hand, until I make Your enemies Your footstool.”

Epistle, 2 Peter 1:16-21


The Transfiguration, of which St. Peter was an eyewitness, confirms the prophecies of the Old Testament. This divine revelation shows that Scripture originates from God the Holy Spirit.

16For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eyewitnesses of His majesty. 17For when He received honor and glory from God the Father, and the voice was borne to Him by the Majestic Glory, “This is My beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased,” 18we ourselves heard this very voice borne from heaven, for we were with Him on the holy mountain. 19And we have something more sure, the prophetic word, to which you will do well to pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your hearts, 20knowing this first of all, that no prophecy of Scripture comes from someone’s own interpretation. 21For no prophecy was ever produced by the will of man, but men spoke from God as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit.

Holy Gospel, Matthew 17:1-9


To confirm His prophecies in the Old Testament, our Lord reveals Himself as the glorious Son of God, both to Old Testament believers (Moses and Elijah) and to New Testament believers (Peter, James, John and us). 

1And after six days Jesus took with Him Peter and James, and John his brother, and led them up a high mountain by themselves. 2And He was transfigured before them, and His face shone like the sun, and His clothes became white as light. 3And behold, there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, talking with Him. 4And Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good that we are here. If you wish, I will make three tents here, one for You and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 5He was still speaking when, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them, and a voice from the cloud said, “This is My beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to Him.” 6When the disciples heard this, they fell on their faces and were terrified. 7But Jesus came and touched them, saying, “Rise, and have no fear.” 8And when they lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only. 9And as they were coming down the mountain, Jesus commanded them, “Tell no one the vision, until the Son of Man is raised from the dead.”

God’s Stewards. The desire to keep what one has leads to making comparisons with others, and this results in a tormenting envy, for the old man never has enough—for things that pass away cannot give security. The fear of God, though, frees the believer to live contentedly in a variety of circumstances (1 Timothy 6:6-8; Philippians 4:11-13), and to live in accord with the 9th and 10th Commandments.

Missions. On a Saturday morning in December, Petrea Schwahn “went with some high school students to visit a nursing home. Many of the elderly people speak Taiwanese, Chinese, or Japanese. When we got there, one of the high school girls named Peggy was talking to a woman. I joined in their conversation and Peggy helped to translate for me. Joy overcame me when Peggy told me this woman was a Christian! When she married, her husband’s family was Christian and that is how she too became a Christian. She was also an elementary school teacher for 35 years. It is amazing how Christ can form an immediate connection between two people. Knowing that we will both see each other in heaven someday brought a sparkle to her eyes. She is 70 years old and cannot walk. She wants to go to church, but there is no way for her to get there. Please pray for this woman as she continues to read her Bible and pray. Without realizing it, she was witnessing to Peggy, the high school student who was translating, as she told us about her love for Jesus. Please pray for Peggy-she is not a Christian.”
