Service Notes

Jacob had been prepared to wrestle with God, for He had given Jacob His promise; therefore Jacob would not release God go until he received a blessing from Him (Genesis 32:22–32). So that the disciples would perceive that genuine faith is matter of the heart, trusting the promise of God and not a matter of ritual, Jesus, by seemingly rejecting her, drew her faith into a vigorous confession (Matthew 15:21–28). She struggled with God and man and prevailed. This is the sanctifying will of God, (I Thessalonians 4:1–7) to test your faith, that it may be refined and strengthened.
The Liturgy and practices also express this solemnity. During Lent the Gloria in Excelsis is not sung, wooden altarware replaces the brass and flowers are not placed on the altar.

Purple, suggesting somberness and sobriety, is the color for Lent

22The same night he arose and took his two wives, his two female servants, and his eleven children, and crossed the ford of the Jabbok. 23He took them and sent them across the stream, and everything else that he had. 24And Jacob was left alone. And a man wrestled with him until the breaking of the day. 25When the man saw that he did not prevail against Jacob, he touched his hip socket, and Jacob’s hip was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. 26Then he said, “Let me go, for the day has broken.” But Jacob said, “I will not let you go unless you bless me.” 27And he said to him, “What is your name?” And he said, “Jacob.” 28Then he said, “Your name shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with God and with men, and have prevailed.” 29Then Jacob asked him, “Please tell me your name.” But he said, “Why is it that you ask my name?” And there he blessed him. 30So Jacob called the name of the place Peniel, saying, “For I have seen God face to face, and yet my life has been delivered.” 31The sun rose upon him as he passed Penuel, limping because of his hip. 32Therefore to this day the people of Israel do not eat the sinew of the thigh that is on the hip socket, because he touched the socket of Jacob’s hip on the sinew of the thigh.

God warns us and pleads with us to make progress in our life in Christ; this is the purpose of Lenten preparation for Easter.

1Finally, then, brothers, we ask and urge you in the Lord Jesus, that as you received from us how you ought to live and to please God, just as you are doing, that you do so more and more. 2For you know what instructions we gave you through the Lord Jesus. 3For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain from sexual immorality; 4that each one of you know how to control his own body in holiness and honor, 5not in the passion of lust like the Gentiles who do not know God; 6that no one transgress and wrong his brother in this matter, because the Lord is an avenger in all these things, as we told you beforehand and solemnly warned you. 7For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness. 8Therefore whoever disregards this, disregards not man but God, who gives His Holy Spirit.
