Service Notes

When the beggar Lazarus died, he was carried by the angels to Abraham’s bosom. For he was truly Abraham’s seed; he believed in the Lord, and the Lord “accounted it to him for righteousness” (Genesis 15:1–6). The name Lazarus means “God is my help.” The unnamed rich man, on the other hand, did not love and trust in God; he evidently cared little for the beggar at his gate. For “he who does not love his brother whom he has seen, how can he love God whom he has not seen?” (1 John 4:16–21). He who loved and trusted in possessions and prestige died and was in torments in Hades (Luke 16:19–31). Repentance and faith are worked only through Moses and the prophets—that is, the Word of God, for it points us to Christ. Through His death and resurrection, we are brought to the comfort of life everlasting.

White, denoting holiness and purity, is the color for the first Sunday after Holy Trinity because it falls within the Octave of Holy Trinity Sunday.

God’s Stewards. Having been called as God’s own people has created for us a new relationship with the world around us. What we have received, in body and spirit, is not our own; communion with God, in Christ through the Spirit that is the center of our new lives, is lived out in joy and faithfulness to and for all people. 

Missions: Good news from the LCMS team in the Dominican Republic. “Our rural mission in the community of Palmar Arriba was packed on Easter morning with some 150 people! We were there to celebrate the coming of our Lord in the waters of baptism to 18 children and youth. The youngest was missionaries Ted and Rebecca Krey’s daughter, Esther, who was seven days old, and the oldest was 16 years old. Together, they all celebrated their baptismal birthdays as their sins were washed away and they came to be known as children of the Heavenly Father by the death and the resurrection of our Lord Jesus! On Monday through Wednesday of Holy Week, a three-day vacation Bible school taught children about Christ’s Passion in the communities of Las Americas and Palmar Arriba. In Las Americas, Vicar Willy and Santa Gaspar shared about Jesus’ death and resurrection with 50 children from their community. Volunteers and parents helped out to lead singing and help the children with their activities. In Palmar Arriba, the youth did a great job preparing dramas to present each day’s lesson. In both Las Americas and Palmar Arriba, over 130 children heard that Jesus loves them and died for the forgiveness of their sins so that they may have eternal life. We pray that we can continue cultivating God’s Word in them so they can come to know and grow in their faith in Christ.”
