Service Notes

Wisdom has issued an invitation to the divine feast: “Come, eat of my bread and drink of the wine I have mixed. Forsake foolishness and live” (Proverbs 9:1–10). This is the call of the Spirit of Christ to believe the Gospel and to receive His saving gifts in the Holy Supper. Many make excuses and reject this invitation, even as the Jews did in the days of Jesus, yet the Master’s house will be filled. The Gospel call therefore goes out to the lowly and despised, into the highways, even to all the Gentiles (Luke 14:15–24). For “you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ” (Ephesians 2:11–22). In Christ, believing Jews and Gentiles are no longer strangers but fellow members of the household of God and participate in the banquet that has no end; the enmity of division is put to death through the cross.
Green, the color of growth, is the color for the Sundays after Holy Trinity.
Language of the Faith

Peace: the word used to describe the harmonious relationship we have with God because of the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, which made payment for our iniquities. The peace of God, which all believers, share, is demonstrated by our cooperation with one another.

Epistle, Ephesians 2:11-22


At the cross, the death of Jesus put our sin to death and has united into Himself a New Creation. Now, whatever divided one person from another has been crucified with Jesus. Those who were far away have been brought close to the Father by the Spirit in the flesh of Christ. 

11Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the uncircumcision” by what is called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by hands—12remember that you were at that time separated from Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 

13But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ.

14For He Himself is our peace, who has made us both one and has broken down in His flesh the dividing wall of hostility 15by abolishing the law of commandments and ordinances, that He might create in Himself one new man in place of the two, so making peace, 16and might reconcile us both to God in one body through the cross, thereby killing the hostility.

17And He came and preached peace to you who were far off and peace to those who were near. 18For through Him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father.

19So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, 20built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus Himself being the cornerstone, 21in whom the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. 22In Him you also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit.

God’s Stewards. The call from God has given to us a stewardship responsibility vis-à-vis all other peoples. When God called Abraham, He by grace had elected to reach peoples with His Blessing by using His promise, the promise of a descendant, in the flesh of Abraham. Thus, Abraham had been entrusted with a stewardship task, to serve the nations with the promise that God had given to him. God has now called us by the Gospel, having chosen us before the foundation of the world that we in our lives also might reach the nations with His Word of Christ Jesus. We have been entrusted with this task of stewardship, to proclaim the grace of God for all people. Precisely because we have nothing in ourselves, we are able to speak plainly and frankly about God’s mercy, righteousness, and wisdom.

Missions: Good news from Heath and Andrea Trampe in Riga, Latvia. “When we went to visit the Swedish Embassy, one of our contacts greeted us warmly at the door, with no bag inspections or shake downs. In fact, we met with three people, all willing to take nearly an hour out of their busy schedules to sit and talk to a couple of missionaries. As we sat and talked, something profound happened. Instead of simply talking about which cathedral we were representing and which church body that cathedral represented, we found ourselves talking about Jesus. The conversation covered tent revivals, denominational struggles inside and outside of Sweden and America, and even televangelists. Instead of looking uncomfortable, we found that all three of the Swedish representatives were interested and engaging. What an opportunity! ….It’s amazing how Christ bridges all gaps. Indeed, there are times when representing Jesus doesn’t earn one the red carpet treatment. However, in a country like Latvia, people are still willing to listen. They might not attend church, and we recognize that as a problem throughout the world, but they are willing to hear about the work and efforts that are being made. An impressive amount of these contacts also end up attending our services. We certainly benefit from the advertising and information sharing that they allow. Our goal in Latvia isn’t to have a large congregation. Our goal is to share the love of Christ. To that end, I believe we have been a great success. Praise be to God that He has made this possible, despite our own imperfect efforts!”
