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Worship the Lord in the Beauty of Holiness

Let the people offer prayer upon entering their pews, kneeling or bowing down.

In the Lord’s Name we greet you, praying that the Holy Spirit would bless your hearing of God’s Word with a lively trust in Him who died and rose for you, Jesus Christ our Lord.

Use the time prior to the service for silent preparation for worship.

Service Notes

“Unless your righteousness exceeds the righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 5:17–26). God demands nothing less than perfection and holiness from you in regard to His commandments (Exodus 20:1–17). Your only hope, then, is not in your own goodness but in the goodness of Christ, who did not come to destroy the Law and the Prophets, but to fulfill them for you. In Christ your righteousness does indeed exceed that of the scribes and Pharisees. For you have been baptized into Christ’s death and your sinful nature crucified. Therefore, he who has died has been freed from sin (Romans 6:1–11). You are now raised with Christ to walk in newness of life and to share in His resurrection on the Last Day. Christ has brought you through the baptismal sea “out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage.” Therefore, “reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.”

Green, the color of growth, is the color for the Sundays after Holy Trinity.

Language of the Faith


Dead to Sin: The one whose sins have been forgiven, covered by the grace of Christ.  He is no longer judged by His corrupt works, but by the righteousness of Christ; he not bound to fulfilling every letter of the law for himself; he is free to serve God without fear of punishment.  This is made possible by the Holy Spirit given in baptism.

Epistle, Romans 6:1-11


The text speaks of Easter and our renewal in Holy Baptism. “We are buried with Christ by baptism into death;” therefore, “walk in newness of life,” for we are “alive unto God through Jesus Christ.”

1What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? 2By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it?

3Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4We were buried therefore with Him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life. 5For if we have been united with Him in a death like His, we shall certainly be united with Him in a resurrection like His.

6We know that our old self was crucified with Him in order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin. 7For one who has died has been set free from sin.

God’s Stewards. Everything of the Levitical priesthood ended in and found its definitive purpose in the work of Christ. Precisely through this work does the full realization of our daily work become possible. For through the work of Christ, we have been made ready to serve as a priestly gathering. Missions. Trinity is linked to India, where David and Beth Hoeppner serve. “We gathered two groups of teachers together to talk about teaching Bible stories. Around 100 primary teachers came to the first teacher training and about 70 came to the second one. Since these teachers have few resources, we taught them various ways to present Bible stories instead of simply reading them. Both groups said that they had never been invited to a conference like this, so we were encouraged to do more in the future. It has become clearer through our meetings with church leaders and teachers that their expectations of us are great. By showing an interest in schools through our visits, by having teachers brought together for training, and by renewing an interest in teaching methods as a way of reaching children in fun ways, we have opened up all kinds of possibilities for the future. We have been directed to not only work to enhance the schools’ religion curriculum, but have also been given a challenge to work with the churches to complete a Sunday school curriculum that will be translated into five languages to reach into four Indian states. We will also continue our work with vacation Bible school.”
