Service Notes

“The master commended the unjust steward because he had dealt shrewdly” (Luke 16:1–9). The steward’s shrewdness is praiseworthy for two reasons. First, he knew the master would be merciful; he trusted that the master would honor the debts he forgave in the master’s name. In the same way, though we have squandered our heavenly Father’s possessions in selfishness and sin, Jesus is the Steward who has canceled our debt, knowing that His forgiveness will be honored by the Father because of the holy cross. Secondly, the steward was shrewd in using oil and wheat to provide for his future welfare. So also we employ our temporal gifts, using them to demonstrate where our hope is. When the earthly fails, He has always been our escape in temptation (I Corinthians 10:6–13) and the strength and the shield to all who trust in Him (II Samuel 22:26–34).

Green is the color for the Sundays after Holy Trinity, the color of growth.

With examples of unfaithfulness from the history of Israel, St. Paul earnestly warns us “Let him that thinks he stands take heed lest he fall;” and he also gives assurance, “He will not tempt you above that which you can bear.”

6Now these things took place as examples for us, that we might not desire evil as they did. 7Do not be idolaters as some of them were; as it is written, “The people sat down to eat and drink and rose up to play.”

8We must not indulge in sexual immorality as some of them did, and twenty-three thousand fell in a single day.

9We must not put Christ to the test, as some of them did and were destroyed by serpents, 10nor grumble, as some of them did and were destroyed by the Destroyer.

11Now these things happened to them as an example, but they were written down for our instruction, on whom the end of the ages has come.

12Therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take heed lest he fall. 13No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God is faithful, and he will not let you be tempted beyond your ability, but with the temptation he will also provide the way of escape, that you may be able to endure it.

In the parable of the unjust steward, the unjust steward is not praised for his injustice, but for his prudence in securing his future welfare based on his master’s goodness. Such prudence and determination should serve us Christians as an example in seeking our eternal welfare.

1He also said to the disciples, “There was a rich man who had a manager, and charges were brought to him that this man was wasting his possessions. 2And he called him and said to him, ‘What is this that I hear about you? Turn in the account of your management, for you can no longer be manager.’

3And the manager said to himself, ‘What shall I do, since my master is taking the management away from me? I am not strong enough to dig, and I am ashamed to beg. 4 have decided what to do, so that when I am removed from management, people may receive me into their houses.’

5So, summoning his master’s debtors one by one, he said to the first, ‘How much do you owe my master?’ 6He said, ‘A hundred measures of oil.’ He said to him, ‘Take your bill, and sit down quickly and write fifty.’ 7 Then he said to another, ‘And how much do you owe?’ He said, ‘A hundred measures of wheat.’ He said to him, ‘Take your bill, and write eighty.’

8The master commended the dishonest manager for his shrewdness. For the sons of this world are more shrewd in dealing with their own generation than the sons of light. 9And I tell you, make friends for yourselves by means of unrighteous wealth, so that when it fails they may receive you into the eternal dwellings. 

10“One who is faithful in a very little is also faithful in much, and one who is dishonest in a very little is also dishonest in much. 11If then you have not been faithful in the unrighteous wealth, who will entrust to you the true riches? 12And if you have not been faithful in that which is another’s, who will give you that which is your own? 13No servant can serve two masters, for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and money.”

God’s Stewards. Every Christian, by new birth into Christ a member of the priesthood, presents spiritual sacrifices; the Christian offers himself—body, soul, and spirit—in the service of the Lord (Romans 12:1). This is possible because he recognizes his position as a steward of God. Nothing that he possesses or employs in this life—materially or spiritually—is his or belongs to him. Because he is a steward he permits these things to pass though his hands for the Lord’s service; every true sacrifice implies that we are only returning to God what we have first received from him. This even includes suffering; for suffering as a Christian is for the sake of Christ and granted to us from the Father (Philippians 1:29).

Missions. Trinity is linked to State College, Penn., where Jason Penland, of Good Shepherd Evangelical Lutheran Church, led a business colleague to consider being baptized. He writes, “Our family owns a small car dealership in central Pennsylvania. We come into contact with people from all walks of life. One family in particular has bought numerous vehicles from us in the past, and we've developed a friendship. When I needed to make long distance trips and needed a driver, I would call the father of this family. We talked about countless things, but our religious beliefs came up frequently. About a year ago, this man called and said he wanted to be baptized. The pastor started him on a baptismal instruction program. Eventually, he and his wife completed the lessons, were baptized, and became members of the church.”
