Introduction to Christian Vocation

Course Description:  This course will examine the Scriptural view of the Life of God’s children lived under the fall into sin, and the curse of God upon a fallen Creation.  An examination of VOCATION, its purpose and how the Christian may “find” or “Choose” their calling as worker, calling in the family, calling as a citizen, and one’s calling as a child of God.  Finally, the relationship of vocation and ethics and Cross bearing within vocation will conclude this study.  All of the weekly studies will attempt to relate vocation and individual vocation through the Biblical insight of a proper distinction between Law and Gospel as they relate to both salvation and serving the neighbor (third use of the Law).

The LIFE class will prove useful to all ages and will provide the biblical support and insight to allow the participants to assist others in seeing and utilizing this uniquely biblical and Lutheran understanding.  

This LIFE class will provide Christian of all ages:

1.   With a better understanding of the dynamic of God’s word in both law and gospel in “everyday life.” 

2. 
The ability to see one’s vocation as both gift from God and an opportunity for giving thanks to God for His gifts through service to the neighbor.

3.   The tools needed so that the child of God may have constructive conversation with friends, family and neighbors, sharing the biblical understanding of vocation, work, and the modern concept of “career choices.”

4.    Rest and peace within the “vocation(s)” to which God has called them.
