Course Description

   Philip the Evangelist asked the Ethiopian, “Do you understand what you are reading?” And the eunuch replied, “How can I, unless someone guides me?” (Acts 8:30,31).  The Rev. Stewart Crown of Trinity Evangelical Lutheran Church in Palo Alto will answer those questions as he leads the student through Lutheran principles of interpreting the Bible.  The course will introduce the Bible, its history, and basic principles to follow in interpreting it.  In addition, it will supply the Christian with the fundamental tools to interpret the Scriptures and apply its basic teachings to daily life.  The sessions also will help the student appreciate the necessity of a well-rounded and unified perspective of study.
