The first seven chapters of Leviticus describe the various classes of offering that the Israelites were either permitted or commanded to bring to the LORD at the tabernacle; all rites here are authorized, sanctified, and empowered by Him through His Word; and His Word alone determines their function and significance for His people.
 “The sacrificial ritual and all the rites associated with it were established for the benefit of God’s people, rather than for the benefit of their God and his priests.”
