Definitions

· Heart:  man’s immaterial / inner personality and nature (Psalm 9:1; Exodus 9:14; Matthew 5:8; Romans 1:21)

· Hope:  waiting involves the very essence of one’s being (Psalm 130:5; Romans 8: 24,25)

· Old: the previous life of sin (I Corinthians 5:6-8; II Corinthians 5:14-17)

· New:  the wholly different and  miraculous thing brought about by God’s grace (II Corinthians 5:14-17; Isaiah 43:19)

1. The old heart has what kind of relationship with the LORD?

2. When the heart is set against the LORD, what are possible present consequences?  What are the definite eternal consequences?

3. What does it take to change the heart of man?

4. When the heart has been changed, what will the heart produce in this life?  What does our heavenly Father grant by His grace to those with a new heart?
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
