PROSPECTUS FOR APOLOGETICS

Apologetics has a two fold goal. One, creating discontent for those caught up in a false faith; and two, providing a defense of the Christian faith. 

We will summarize how apologetics relates to the two doctrines in Scripture, law and gospel. We will examine competing value systems in our culture and consider some apologetic approaches.

By doing so, class members will develop greater insight into the practical role of apologetics in their own life, identify barriers to Christian faith, and grow in the ability to communicate the truthfulness and certainty of the Christian faith.  

This LIFE class will provide Christian students with:

1. A better understanding of how the law and gospel can be applied in our culture in the context of sharing one’s faith. 

2. A greater ability to identify world-views that are common in our society.

3. A number of ideas on how to challenge the weaknesses of non-Christian world views and answer objections about your faith from non-Christian neighbors.
